The Transportation and Road Improvement Committee meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m.

I Approval of Minutes

Motion by Trustee Pilafas, seconded by Mayor McLeod, to approve the Transportation and Road
Improvement Committee meeting minutes of April 14, 2008. Voice vote taken. All ayes.

Motion carried.
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OLD BUSINESS

1. Discussion regarding Palatine Road/Thornbark Drive traffic signal study.
An item summary sheet from Mike Hankey was presented to Committee.

Mike Hankey provided a summary of the additional counts that were conducted at the
intersection of Boulder Drive and the Holy Family Church driveway. This was done at the
request of the Committee with the additional request that notification be made to the Church and
residents of Thornbark Drive as well as the Village of Inverness. Palatine Road is under IDOT
jurisdiction and is a state road. The intersections of Thornbark Drive are separated by about 200
feet and they are offset from one another and the Holy Family Church driveway is about 375 feet
east of the eastern leg of Thombark. The requirements for the State signal warrants look at
anywhere from one to four to 8 hours of a day that must meet certain minimum amount of traffic
on both the major street and the intersecting street. Staff looked at both the intersections of
Thombark together as one large intersection and counted the Holy Family and Boulder Lane
intersection based upon input received from Holy Family as well as looking at the patterns of
traffic that were counted previously. Volumes of traffic are adjusted for a couple of factors,
including the amount of right turn traffic is actually discounted or reduced in the analysis since it
is assumed that right turn vehicles do not benefit to the same degree as a left tumn or a through
vehicle from a side street. In addition, staff lowered the threshold values because of the speed of

traffic on Palatine Road.

The analysis yielded the same results as before for Thombark Drive intersection which was that
none of the 8 state signal warrants were met. During observation and review of other data, staff
did identify the need for the left turn lane improvement on Palatine Road at the Thornbark Drive
intersections. This project was recently presented to the NWMC for consideration of federal
transportation program funds which was approved to go into the list of eligible projects. At this
time, staff is currently working in-house on the initial engineering study for the 3-lane
improvement on Palatine which will include the Thorbark Drive intersections and will provide
additional updates as information becomes available.

Mayor McLeod asked about doing a right-turn lane study at Thornbark and Palatine south of
Palatine Road in front of the church because that gets very jammed.

Trustee Kincaid stated that he lives on Thornbark and received the Village’s notice letter and
discussed it with neighbors and they did not feel that a stoplight would benefit them; however,
they would like to know if there was anything they could do to help speed up the process on the
left turn lane.

Trustee Collins stated that the one issue the Church had was that they have a school there and
that traffic is bad at 3 p.m. and would there be any kind of exception or a timed light that they
could request. Mike Hankey responded that there are a couple ways to look at, including that
there is an actual school signal warrant but that considers the number of pedestrians and not the
number of vehicles. There is also what is called a “peak hour warrant” which looks at the
highest hour of the day and based on that, if the numbers are met, a need for a signal can be
warranted. This also fell short of the minimums.
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Mr. Norris stated that the Palatine three lane project might be expedited with the passage of a
capital bill by the State legislature for 2 reasons, including the project being approved by the
NWMC but is currently shown as unfunded and has not been assigned a year, so until the
legislature passes a capital bill and guarantees the $9 billion of federal money at stake, the
Village won’t get anything. The second reason is that IDOT, while they show it as something
they want internally, without any funding from the State, it will not be allowed.

A letter will be sent to the State regarding this item.
