The Hoffman Estates Museum will present a special fall program on Sunday, Sept. 16, honoring the history 
of the Hoffman Estates Park District.

This year, the Park District is one of four gold medal fi nalists eligible for the American Academy for Park 
and Recreation Administration (AAPRA) and National Recreation and Park Association (NRPA) award.
